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in China is largely driven by its science & technology ranking, where it climbed 8 places to rank 14 on the
back of strong IT and R&D spending growth. It also ranks 1 for labour & human capital and ranks 2 for
economics & growth. It dropped five places for the dynamism of its business operating environment and
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remained the same for financing environment.
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The Grant Thornton Global Dynamism Index (GDI) is an annual
research project conducted by the Economist Intelligence Unit (EIU).
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It assesses the business growth environments of 60 of the largest
economies in the world, ranking them on 22 indicators of dynamism CHINA
across five categories.
